TRAVEL FEES

Ref:: Austin Basketball Pay Sheet Chart B
The pay sheet entitled Chart B is to be used only for those schools listed at the bottom of the page.  The amounts listed are the maximum that may be submitted to the school.  Normally you will either be part of a two person crew working two games or a three person crew working three games.
If you and two other officials are working three games in the main gym at Burnet, you will split a fee of $92.46.  If another crew is working three games in the auxiliary gym, they also will split a fee of $92.46.  In some cases you might be switching gyms but the three game rate still applies.  The rates listed on the pay sheet are the maximum rates chargeable regardless of how many cars are driven.      

This illustration pertains to how many games are being covered not the size of the crew.  Normally it would be where three of you are covering freshman, JV, and varsity games.  Be sure that either for two games or three games total mileage does not add up to more than stated on the pay sheet.
DIVIDING THE FEE: 
It is strongly suggested you follow the chapter’s traditional method of sharing the travel fees. The allowable fee is divided equally between the officials and one share for the car.  For example if three people are riding in one car to Burnet to cover three games, the $92.46 will be divided four ways.  The driver would get 1/4th for his car and 1/4th for himself.  Each of the other officials would receive 1/4th.  If two cars are driven then the division is by 5 or all three drive then the division is by 3.  The same principle applies to a two game crew.  It is possible to have four officials assigned in the case of three person crews working a varsity game.  In such cases the maximum allowable charge is still the “three game crew charge”.  The division of the fee should follow the principle outlined above.
TOURNAMENT FEES
Travel fees are the responsibility of the tournament coordinator.  

Using the mileage amounts allowed at the bottom of Chart B, the officials will split the daily travel fee.  The daily fee will be determined as follows:


Divide the number of games that day by 2; this is the number of travel fees for that day.  Multiply the number of daily fees by the travel fee for that school.  Then split the total among the officials working that day.  


The first day of the Burnet tournament there are 20 games.  Divide 20 by 2 and multiply by the Burnet travel fee of $61.64 to determine the daily travel fee of $616.40.  Then determine the travel fee per game by dividing $616.40 by 20 which equals $30.82. This number must then be divided by 2 to arrive at a mileage fee per official per game.( $15.41)  Then multiply this number by the number of games worked by any one individual official to determine their total mileage for that day.  For example an individual who worked 4 games in the tournament that day would receive 4 X $ 15.41 or $61.64  You must ensure that the total mileage for each individual when added together does not exceed the maximum allowable for the day of $616.40.
